BLIND AND NOW 1 SEE"
4th Sunday in Lent

My Dear Brothers and Sisters in the
J..,'.... Lord, Life and Love:
Greetings and blessings in this time of
' "Holy Lent" as St. Augustine would
say.
We follow this Lenten journey and
arrive at the fourth Sunday of Lent. A
Sunday that according to tradition is
"Laetare
' Sunday”, because the first words of
what we call the Antiphon of Entry in
)l Latin are "Laetare Jerusalem" which
means: "Rejoice, Jerusalem". And if we
connect with the readings that the Church offers us on this very

name Of

" known by the

Sunday, we intertwine them with the second baptismal theme,
that of "light". The Gospel, prayers and liturgy in general speak
to us of how Christians should be and live as children of light.
The Lord is our Light.

This Sunday we have a supremely beautiful Gospel narrative, a
story of the healing of a man born blind; one of the most obvious
miracles both for that time and for our day. It is a sample of how
every time the Lord "touches" us, He gives us the Light and
communicates clarity to us. In this Gospel and in particular on
this miracle, Pope Paul II taught us: “Here is the immediate
meaning of the miracle performed by Jesus: He is truly God,
who, as he could immediately give sight to a blind man, can even
give sight to the soul, can open the inner eyes so that they may
know the supreme truths concerning the nature of God and
man’s destiny. Therefore, the physical healing of the blind man,
which is the cause of his faith, becomes a symbol of spiritual
conversion. In this way Jesus confirms again the truth of the
words he had already spoken: “I am the light of the world;
whoever follows me does not walk in darkness, but will have the
light of life” (Jn 8:12). Christ is a Good Shepherd because He is
the light of our souls. We cannot but believe in Him, follow
Him, love Him, listen to Him.”

Along with the above, the celebration of our Parish Patron,
Saint Joseph is this weekend. It’s an opportunity to become
close to that figure of St. Joseph that is noble, faithful, obedient,
simple, attentive to the voice of God, generous and paternal,
husband of Mary and foster father (considered legitimate) of
Jesus.

Saint Joseph, a man whom the Gospel defines as "just” and very
obedient, and says that "When Joseph woke up, he did what the
angel of the Lord had commanded him (Mt 1:24a). Obedience is
a Virtue that is good for us to reflect upon and apply these days.
Let us therefore take a few moments this week, brothers and
sisters, to reflect on these teachings and, in the depths of our
hearts, may we respond to our following of the Lord in this
Lenten season.

May this season of Lent be an opportunity to instill in our hearts
the desire to pray more, to live in abstinence, and in control of
our desires and anxieties, while living charity with our neighbor.
