Easter, sing the
new song, the

“Hallelujah”

"The third great symbol
of the Easter Vigil is of a singular
nature, and concerns man
himself. It is the singing of the
new song, the “Hallelujah”.
When a man experiences great
joy, he cannot keep it to himself.

He has to express it
transmit it. But what happens when man is reached by the light
of the resurrection and thus comes into contact with Life itself,
with Truth and with Love! Simply, it is not enough to talk about
it. Talking is not enough. He has to sing" (Easter Vigil, April 11,
2009). Benedict XVI

The first experience of the Easter Vigil at St. Joseph of
the Palisades is very special; living this night for the first time
will remain in your memory in a special way whether you are a
priest, religious or lay person. At night a wavering flame. The
parish priest and the people lit their candles. The light
expanded. The darkness receded. The procession advanced
towards the altar. The church was filled with radiance. The
Church celebrates Easter.

The Easter Vigil is "the Mother of all vigils". Easter
Sunday, therefore, is the greatest of all Sundays, and Easter
Season is the most important of all liturgical seasons.

Easter is the celebration of the Lord's resurrection from
the dead, culminating in the Ascension to the Father and the
sending of the Holy Spirit upon the Church. There are 50 days
of Easter from the First Sunday to Pentecost. It is characterized,
above all, by the joy of glorified life and victory over death,
expressed more fully in the great resounding acclamation of the
Christian: Hallelujah!

"What is sown has no fruit unless it dies. And what they
sow is not the body that is going to be produced, but a seed of

wheat, perhaps, or something else... So it is also in the
resurrection of the dead. It is sown corruptible; but it springs up
incorruptible. It is sown without honor, but it sprouts glorious.
It is sown weak, but it sprouts powerful. It is sown in a physical
body; but it rises in a spiritual body. If there is a natural body,
there is also a spiritual one.

The world, apparently,
monotonous or enthusiastic, between joys and sorrows. But
whoever lets himself be touched by the great News knows that
death has been conquered, that sin is not the last word in
history, that forgiveness has canceled the condemnation.
Therefore the message he leaves us is that we are resurrecting
each one of us; that is, we are overcoming sin every day and
rising every day.

GOSPEL MEDITATION

2nd Sunday of Easter (Sunday of Divine Mercy)

A young, engaged couple sat on the couch in front of
me as we chatted about their upcoming marriage. The
young lady was struggling to trust her future husband.
She told me her father had been unfaithful to her
mother. She said of her fiancé, “I want him to prove to
me that he won’t cheat on me.” The young man looked
at me helplessly, raised his eyebrows and shrugged his
shoulders. What evidence could he possibly give to
validate such a proof? Nothing. All he could do was
invite her to trust him.

We all are wounded by experiences of imperfect love.
We also are tempted to demand from God proof of His
fidelity and goodness. We are like St. Thomas the
Apostle who, on that second Sunday of Easter,
demands proof of the Lord’s resurrection. “Unless | see
the mark of the nail ... | will not believe.” Our science,
technology and mathematics can indeed prove a great
deal. But there are some things that require trusting
another person. We prove promises of love only by
trusting.

St. Thomas indeed saw the wounds of Jesus and
believed. But there is an even greater blessing for us
who simply trust Him — and all the truths the Church
proclaims — because of the trustworthiness of the
Risen One who speaks. This week let’s trust Jesus

La primera experiencia de la Vigilia Pascual en St. Joseph
of the Palisades es muy especial; sin importar si eres un
sacerdote, religiosa o laico y vives por primera vez esta
noche, esta quedard en tu memoria de manera especial.

Pero quien se deja tocar
por la gran Noticia sabe que la muerte ha sido vencida,
que el pecado no es la Ultima palabra de la historia, que el
perddn ha cancelado la condena. Por tanto el mensaje que
nos deja es que estamos resucitando cada uno de
nosotros; es decir estamos venciendo al pecado cada dia 'y
resucitando cada dia.
