John 14,15-21

We are in the Easter Season; it is the time of the Spirit. The spirit that animates man’s life, which gives him
serenity, security and sincerity in his actions. That spirit that gives him
encouragement, strength, and wisdom, which in turn, gives him joy and
well-being in his daily pursuits.

Only the
apostles knew that historical Jesus who loved them and who ordered that love be brought to the different
parts of the world during that time up until now.

Love is the engine that moves the world. It gives meaning to your life and to the different activities of
mankind’s life. That is why Jesus died on the cross: for love and to give an example to the apostles and their
future followers.

By virtue of this love, Jesus sends you the Holy Spirit to strengthen you in the apostolic work for which you
will give your life, even to the point of martyrdom. By virtue of this love, Jesus also remains in his Church
through the sacraments, in the celebration of the Eucharist, and the means necessary to achieve the
attainment of Heaven.

Within this Easter Sunday we also want to honor that wonderful woman who
gives life by lending her womb to God to create the continuation of the human
race. It is that woman who knows how to combine pain and joy in order to be
present in the lives of her children.

Adjectives fall short to express her goodness, tenderness and courage to co-
create life with God by lending her womb to transmit life. That wonderful being is
called Mom.

WHY DO WE DO THAT?
CATHOLIC LIFE EXPLAINED

Can Catholics Gamble?
Question:

The Bible says that Jesus condemned gambling, but |
notice that so many parishes have them at festivals and
other events. What's correct?

Answer:

Although Jesus speaks of our relationship with material
wealth and the very human struggle with greed, the
gospels do not include any specific instructions related
to gambling. At the same time, the Church is very
sensitive to the needs of those who might struggle with
an addiction to gambling, and pastoral care should
always be offered to those who struggle with this
reality in their life.

While it is true that many parish or school communities
include gambling or games of chance in festivals and
fundraisers (e.g. bingo, roulette, ring tossing, dunking
booths, etc.), there is nothing inherently wrong these
sorts of events, given they are played fairly and within
the limits of reason are not morally objectionable. As
the Catechism of the Catholic Church reminds us:
“Games of chance (card games, etc.) or wagers are not
in themselves contrary to justice. They become morally
unacceptable when they deprive someone of what is
necessary to provide for his needs and those of
others” (no. 2413).

As in all things, moderation and a sense of healthy
limits should be applied to gambling and games of
chance. For those who find themselves living with
addiction to gambling, help is available in various 12-
step and addiction recovery programs. -©Lpi

My dad was adopted as a baby. It’s a big part of my
family’s story. His birth mother placed him in a
Catholic orphanage not long after birth. A young
couple longing for a baby strolled among the
bassinets. My father, then only a few months old,
looked at the husband and smiled. The man said,
“That’s my son.” They took him home and the family
grew. This moment of adoption was a wonderful
truth they celebrated even when my dad was a young
boy. They told him, “You’re even more special than
the other children, because we chose you to be our
son.” My dad’s eyes well up with tears of gratitude
whenever he tells the story, even eighty-three years
later.

What is your story? Do we think or act like unwanted
orphans? Who do we believe ourselves to be? As we
continue to ponder Jesus’ resurrection, we hear him
say to us this Sunday, “I will not leave you orphans.”
God doesn’t leave us alone like spiritual orphans. The
power that raised Jesus from the dead is the Holy
Spirit, who is also called the Spirit of Adoption. He
chooses us to be His children, to share God’s life
forever. He gives us a future filled with hope.

We are not orphans anymore! This Easter, that’s the
story we should share with others. It’s the true story
we are living right now.

Esta reflexidn no se trata del escapulario marrén, pero
permitanme decir rdpidamente que, si bien creo en la
promesa del escapulario, no veo el escapulario como
una tarjeta para salir de la carcel, y tampoco la Iglesia.

A veces me he estremecido al pensar en cémo se veria
la persona que estd detrds de mi en la fila de la
cafeteria, en caso de que vieran mi escapulario y
leyeran su atrevida promesa. No nos gusta hablar del
fuego del infierno y la salvacion en la sociedad
educada en estos dias. Me pregunto si piensan que soy
una persona loca. Me pregunto si deberia tratar de
meter el escapulario debajo del cuello de mi camisa.

A veces lo hago. Pero la mayoria de las veces, respiro
profundamente y decido que esta bien que me sienta
cohibida y confio en que, si Dios quiere usar este
momento para Su gloria, lo hard, y si no lo hace, todo
lo que he perdido es la estima de los demas, que para
empezar no vale tanto.

Siempre he oido decir que, si haces bien el
cristianismo, el resto del mundo deberia pensar que
eres un poco raro.
