Sunday Reﬂection - Fr. Richard De Brasi

Last Sunday we celebrated the feast of Corpus Christ, The Body of
Christ, the real and true sacramental presence of Christ. What makes
one thing a "sacrament" and another not, such as holy water or a
rosary? Both personal faith and the Sacraments, says Abbot Voiner,
have the purpose of uniting us to Christ in charity. Charity is the final
goal of everything, not a means or instrument, as is faith. While faith,
which is an action of our soul, unites us with Christ, the sacraments
unite us with him with the additional use of by God of permanent
external things and signs that are the cause internal grace. That is the
basic difference between a sacrament and faith. The sacraments are
not in competition with our interior faith, nor do they diminish faith;
They are not mere symbols or helps, because the sacraments put us in
contact with God as an extension of His incarnation in the use of
external things. As a theologian said, there is a similarity between the
things of God and the natural things of our psychological and human
activity despite any dissimilarity. For example, the use of water,
something we perceive with our senses, something material that any
human being recognizes and uses to cleanse or else sustain life,
contains a spiritual reality in the sacrament of baptism: the external
sign of water really is a total cleansing and rebirth of the soul that is
united to the burial and resurrection of Christ (Romans 6:3-5). As a
human being is born naturally from another human being, so are we
reborn by means of a visible instrument used by God (water and
another human being) to infuse the beginning of the invisible life of
grace in the soul. The same external sign of the water can point to
many things, such as the liberation of the Israelites from slavery, the
parting of the Red Sea, etc., but in the sacrament of baptism, the
reality and the sign form a single reality with a single purpose of
causing new life. Every sacrament contains a reality of faith "filtered"
by a permanent external sign and its actual real content. The signs of
bread and wine, which point to the manna of the desert given to the
Israelites, the bread and wine offered by Melchizedek, the eternal
priesthood of Christ anticipated in Melchizedek, and even the ordinary
bread and wine that we consume daily on this earth, also signify a
sacrifice, an act of thanksgiving, etc. And in the new covenant, all the
richness of meaning found in these external signs are unified in Christ
among us under the apperance of bread and wine. In the same way
that the incarnation is God made human, the Eucharist is an extension
of that incarnation with the addition of all the richness of the external
signs of bread and wine, yet without difference or separation from the
reality of that incarnation despite the appearance of bread and wine.
Christ is really present, because the sacrament really signifies the body
and blood of Christ (1 Cor. 11:29). With the sacrament, what was
natural or physical, as was the sacrifice of Christ on the Cross, becomes
present in a spiritual but real way without repeating that sacrifice.
Christ does not die over again at every Mass, nor does the Mass
"complete" something missing in Christ's sacrifice. In the Eucharist, as
in the other sacraments, the distant past, the present, and the future
are also unified by the sacramental sign. The Eucharist recalls the
passion of Christ, fills the soul with grace in the present, and stands as
a pledge of future life. In 1 Cor 11:26, Saint Paul tells us that in the
celebration of the Eucharist we proclaim "the Lord's death until he
comes again." Therefore, the last supper, which makes present the
sacrifice of Calvary, will continue to be repeated in the mass until the
end of time. In this way, the sacrifice of Christ, made once and for all,
will be made present to the faithful until the end of time.

GOSPEL MEDITATION

11th Sunday in Ordinary Time

In the backyard of the house where | live with other priests,
there is a lemon tree which produces a huge amount of fruit.
One evening in the spring | needed some lemons for a
chicken dish. | glanced from the kitchen and saw the tree
bursting with large, bright, gorgeous lemons, hanging thick
on seemingly every branch. Turning to Fr. Bob (I’ll change his
name to protect the innocent) who sat on the couch, | said,
“Father, could you pick a few lemons for me?” He said sure
and into the backyard he went. He returned a few minutes
later empty-handed. “John, there’s no lemons. Sorry.” | said,
“What are you talking about?” | looked again and saw the
grapefruit tree on the other side of the yard, which had
recently been picked clean of fruit. He didn’t see the
abundant fruit because he was looking in the wrong place!

Like Fr. Bob, we sadly don’t see the fruit all around us. We
think that the culture is spiraling down, young people avoid
church, and the future looks bleak. Why go out into the
world and work? The world looks like a fruitless tree.

Jesus doesn’t see things that way. This week he tells us, “The
harvest is abundant, but the laborers are few.” Look again:
there is spiritual fruit hanging all around us! The lonely ready
to be visited. The sick ready to be healed. The forgotten
ready to be remembered. The poor ready to be treated with
dignity. The sad ready to be consoled. The young ready for
the Gospel. So, let’s ask the Lord to send laborers to get to
work. And he will. He might send you and me. Just remember
to look at the correct trees. — Father John Muir, -©LPi

Question:
I’'ve noticed that when | go to Mass at different
parishes, sometimes people say and do different things.
Why is that?

Answer:

The Mass in its current form has taken shape over the
course of 2,000 years. Over time, traditions, structures,
and prayers have been put into place. There are certain
rubrics for the Mass that are normative wherever you
go. This means you could attend Mass in Malawi or
Thailand or Italy and still watch the same basic liturgy
unfold, even if you don’t understand the language.
There may be some cultural differences from place to
place, things that aren’t specifically listed. For example,
in the United States most people go up for Communion
in a nice, neat line. In Europe, everyone gets up around
the same time. It’s a bit of a free-for-all!

Some people might take it upon themselves to change
things individually. People may not like something that
feels too “liberal” or “conservative,” and they may take
a well-meaning stance in the opposite direction. When
people (including the presiders) do things that are
distracting or change the liturgy, it introduces an
element that breaks the unity of the assembled
community. The important thing to remember is that
we gather as the Body of Christ to celebrate the
Eucharist. If you are confused, ask! If you are frustrated,
pray for the spirit of charity.  -eLpi

Reflexiéon del Domingo

El domingo pasado se celebrd la fiesta de Corpus Christi, El Cuerpo de Cristo,
la presensica real y verdadero en forma de sacramento. Que hace que una
cosa sea "sacramento" y otra no, como por ejemplo el agua bendita o un
rosario? Tanto la Fe como los Sacramentos, dice Abbot Voiner, tiene el fin de
unirnos a Cristo en la caridad. La caridad es el fin de todo que hacemos, no
un medio o instrumento, como es la fe. Mientras que la fe, que es una accién
de nuestra alma, nos une a Cristo, los sacramentos nos une con el con el
agregado del uso de cosas y signos externos permanentes que causan la
gracia interna. En eso consiste la diferencia entre un sacramento y la fe. Los
sacramentos no estan en competencia con la fe interior ni la disminuyen; no
son meros simbolos o auxilios de la fe, porque los sacramentos nos une con
Dios como extensién de su encarancion en el uso de cosas externas. Como
dijo un teologo, hay una similitud entre las cosas de Dios y las cosas
naturales de nuestra psicologica y actividad humana a pesar de cualquier
disimilitud. Por ejemplo, el uso de agua, algo sensible y material que
cualquier ser humano reconoce y usa para lavarse y mantener la vida del
cuerpo, contiene una realidad espiritual en el sacramento de bautizmo: el
signo exterior del agua realmente significa la limpieza y renacimiento total
del alma que se une a la sepultra y resurreccion de Cristo (Romanos 6:3-5).
Como el ser humano nace de modo natural de otro ser humano, tambien
reance per medio de unos instrumentos visibles usados por Dios (el agua y
un ser humano) para infundir el cominezo de la vida divina invisible de gracia
en el alma. El mismo signo exterior del agua puede apuntar a muchas cosas,
como la liberacién de los Israelitas de la esclavitud, el mar rojo, etc, pero en
el sacramento de bautismo, la realidad y el signo forman una sola cosa con
un solo proposito de causar el renacimiento del alma. Cualquier sacramento
contiene una realidad de fe "filtrado" por un signo externo permanente y el
significado real. Los signos del pan y vino, que apunta al mana del desierto,
los elementos ofrecido por Melquisedec, el sacerdocio eterno de Cristo
anticipado en el, o incluso el pan el vino normal que consumimos en esta
tierra, etc., tambien significan sacrificio, accién de gracias, y ahora en la
nueva alianza, toda esta riqueza de significados se reune en el revestimiento
real de Cristo entre nosotros en la forma de estos elementos. De la misa
manera que la encarnacion es Dios que se revistid de nuestra carne, de tal
modo que pareciera a cualquer hombre, la eucaristia es una extension de la
encarancion con el agregado de todo la riqueza de los signos exteriores de
pany vino pero sin diferencia o separacion de la realidad de esa encarnacion,
a pesar de la apariencia de un pan y vino cotidiano. Cristo es realmente
presente, porque el sacramento significa realmente el cuerpo y sangre de
Cristo (1 Cor. 11:29). Con el sacramento, lo que era natural o fisico, como era
el sacrificio de Cristo en la Cruz, se hace presente de manera espiritual pero
real sin repitir ese sacrifico. Cristo no muere una y otra vez en cada misa, ni
se "completa" con la misa algo que faltaba en el sacrificio de Cristo. En la
eucaristia, como en los demas sacramentos, tambien se enfoca el pasado
lejano, el presente, y el futuro por el signo sacramental. La eucaristia
recuerda la pasidon de Cristo, llena el alma de gracia en el presente, y es
prenda de la vida futura. En 1 Cor 11:26, San Pablo nos dice que en la
celebracion de la Eucaristia nosotro anunciamos "la muerte del Senor hasta
que venga." Por lo tanto, la ultima cena, que hizo presente el sacrificio del
Calvario, continuard repitiendose en la misa hasta el fin de los tiempos. De
esta mancra, el sacrificio de Cristo, realizado de una vez para siempre, sera
hecho presente a los fieles hasta el fin del mundo. -P. Richard De Brasi

1863—2023

1863: Primer bautismo documentado en la parroquia
