Vigésimo Primer Domingo
del Tiempo Ordinario

No hay mucho mis que se sepa sobre Eleacin que lo que nos
dice este breve pasaje de Isaias; pero él ocupa un papel
importante en la historia del pueblo de Dios, pues al ser
poseedor de la llave de la Casa de David, aunque fuere por
un corto tiempo, aporta un vinculo necesario entre David y
Jesus. El linaje de los descendientes de David, escogidos por
Dios, permanece ininterrumpido hasta el nacimiento del
Mesias. Luego, Pedro se convierte en
un vinculo ain mas crucial en la
historia de nuestra religion: el vinculo
entre Jesus y la Iglesia fundada por él.
Entre la llave de la Casa de David y las
llaves del Reino puede trazarse una
linea en reverso desde el Papa
Francisco hasta el rey David, todos
encomendados a dirigir al pueblo de Dios.

La frase que usa Jests para elogiar a Pedro por afirmar que
Jesus es el Cristo (el vocablo griego de Mesias) es interesante:
“esto no te lo ha revelado ningun hombre, sino mi Padre,

que esta en los cielos” (Mateo 16, 17).

Jests es “hombre”, verdadero Dios y verdadero hombre, y
estd en lo cierto cuando dice que él no le ha revelado eso ni a
Pedro ni a nadie mas. El no queria que nadie pensara que el
Mesias venia a derrocar el gobierno y a restablecer el reino
terrenal de Israel. Pero recordemos que fue el mismo Jesus
quien enseno a sus discipulos a orar. Ya les habia ensefiado la
oracion que nosotros conocemos como el Padre nuestro. Por
tanto, cuando Jesus le dice a Pedro que el Padre celestial le
ha revelado que Jesus es el Cristo, pudiera estar indicando
que Pedro ha aprendido esa verdad por medio de la oracién.
Entonces y ahora, la oracion puede ser una oportunidad para
comprender mejor a Dios.

Cuando Jesus le replantea su pregunta a sus discipulos
cambiando de quién “dice la gente” a quién dicen “ustedes”
la pregunta ya no es cuestion de opinion, sino cuestion de fe
(Mateo 16, 13. 15). La fe conduce a la verdad, pero una
verdad que no puede probarse. La fe puede ser dificil de
mantener sin una evidencia conclusiva, especialmente frente
al mal en el mundo o a alguna tragedia aparentemente sin
sentido. Es bajo esa luz que las palabras de Pablo hoy resultan
consoladoras. La sabiduria de Dios es inescrutable. Los
caminos de Dios son indescifrables. La voluntad de Dios es
insondable. Que nuestra fe nos sirva de consuelo.

Pregunta: ;Por qué se requiere que los catolicos den
dinero a la Iglesia?

Esto significa que, aunque
no estamos obligados a practicar el “diezmo” en el sentido
tradicional, compartimos la responsabilidad de compartir
nuestro dinero u otros recursos con nuestras comunidades
parroquiales. Al igual que nuestros antepasados
espirituales, damos como muestra de nuestra gratitud por
los muchos dones que Dios nos ha dado. Mas alla de esto,
también compartimos nuestros recursos con otras
organizaciones catolicas para ayudarlas a financiar sus
ministerios, continuar y aumentar su alcance a los pobres
y necesitados, y proporcionar salarios justos a sus
empleados.

Twenty-First Sunday
in Ordinary Time

There is not much more known about Eleacin than what this brief
passage from Isaiah tells us; but he occupies an important role in
the history of God's people, for by holding the key to the House of
David, even for a short time, he provides a necessary link
between David and Jesus. The lineage of David's descendants,
chosen by God, remains uninterrupted until the birth of the
Messiah.

Then Peter becomes an even more crucial
link in the history of our religion: The link
between Jesus and the Church founded by
him. Between the key to the House of
David and the keys to the Kingdom, a
reverse line can be drawn from Pope
Francis to King David, all entrusted to lead
the people of God.

The phrase that Jesus uses to praise Peter for affirming that Jesus
is the Christ (the Greek word for Messiah) is interesting: "this has
not been revealed to you by any man, but by my Father, who is in
heaven" (Matthew 16:17).

Jesus is "man," true God and true man, and he is right when he
says that he has not revealed that to Peter or anyone else. He did
not want anyone to think that the Messiah was coming to
overthrow the government and re-establish the earthly kingdom
of Israel. But let us remember that it was Jesus himself who
taught his disciples to pray.

He had already taught them the prayer we know as the Lord's
Prayer. Therefore, when Jesus tells Peter that the heavenly Father
has revealed to him that Jesus is the Christ, he may be indicating
that Peter has learned that truth through prayer. Then and now,
prayer can be an opportunity to better understand God.

When Jesus rethinks his question to his disciples by changing from
who “people say” to whom “you” say the question is no longer a
question of opinion, but a question of faith (Matthew 16:13. 15).
Faith leads to truth, but a truth that cannot be proven.

WHY DO WE DO THAT? -
CATHOLIC LIFE EXPLAINED

The Giving of Treasure

Question: Why are Catholics required to give money to
the Church?

Answer:

Offering money and other goods to God and the Church
is, before all else, a statement of gratitude. We see this
when we look at how our spiritual ancestors showed their
gratitude to God for the gifts they had received (e.g.
Genesis 14:18-20 and Genesis 28:16-22). One of the ways
they offered thanks to God was through a practice called
“tithing,” in which 10 percent of a person’s goods (crops,
livestock, money, etc.) were given back to God.

Today, the practice of tithing — giving 10 percent — is still
common in many Protestant communities, but it is not
required for Catholics. Instead, the Catechism of the
Catholic Church teaches us that, “The faithful also have
the duty of providing for the material needs of the Church,
each according to [their] own abilities” (no. 2043). This
means that, although we are not bound to practice
“tithing” in the traditional sense, we do share a
responsibility to share our money or other resources with
our parish communities. Like our spiritual ancestors, we
give as a sign of our gratitude for the many gifts that God
has given to us. Beyond this, we also share our resources
with other Catholic organizations to help them finance
their ministries, to continue and grow their outreach to the
poor and the needy, and to provide just wages for their
employees.

How much we give depends on our individual
circumstances, but since we share a responsibility for the
programs, outreach, and health of our parish communities
and Catholic organizations, this question gives us a
wonderful opportunity to ask some important questions
about the quality of our giving and what our priorities are.
Remember, we are only stewards of our time, talents, and
treasures and as the First Letter of Peter reminds us, “As
each one of you has received a gift, use it to serve one
another as good stewards of God’s varied graces” (4:10).
