CARRY YOUR CROSS
AND FOLLOW ME

Dear Brothers in the Lord, Love, Dreams and Life, greetings and
blessings on this new Sunday that the Lord has given us. A Sunday
that comes with the words of the Gospel that are charged with
much strength, demand and commitment.

% Words that seem to resonate very
strongly concerning the desires of the
Lord Jesus; but at the same time they
want to alert us and awaken our sleeping
or dormant consciences.

No doubt, we are growing up in a
generation they call "glass"; where strong
words frighten, threaten and hurt. A
kind of fragile and fearful generation that is not willing to risk
much.

But, even so, the truth is that Jesus' words are clear, and they do
not want to deceive anyone with any contradiction: "Whoever
wants to come with me, let him deny himself, let him take up his
cross and follow me. If you want to save your life, you will lose it;
but he who loses it for me will find it." These are the Lord Jesus'
words to everyone.

Stay calm and don’t be nervous so that we do not become
frightened. Let us reflect on the words of the teacher Antonio
Pariente, who explains and helps us to understand a little of what
the Lord is telling us: “Jesus proposes to us to have the courage to not
only accept these crosses, but to see in them the will of God. This is
difficult. Surely we know concrete cases of people who tell us, I believed in
God, but when this happened to me with my parents, or my child, or when
a relative died, I lost my faith in Him because I did not expect that from a
Father God. Certainly, we have heard comments about this. What is our
opinion about this? How should we act when we find ourselves in similar
situations? Firstly, we have to be very understanding with those opinions,
accept the human weakness before the presence of pain. And, before the
acceptance of the same, it is something that baffles us because there is no
reasonable or rational explanation. Our ‘whys’ remain unanswered, and
before us a black abyss opens with no apparent exit. This is the reason
why, as believers, we throw it at God as a covert accusation. We must be
very understanding in these situations. It is the situation of my God, my
God, why have you abandoned me from Jesus on the Cross.”

Let us therefore take a few moments, brothers and sisters on this
Sunday and this week, to reflect on these words so that in the
depths of our hearts we may respond to the Lord if we are willing
to carry our crosses.

May this new "school and catechetical year" that we are about to
begin fill our hearts with the fire and life of the words of Jesus; May
our hearts be filled with more love and strength and may the Holy
Spirit impel us, inflame us and fill us to walk with our brothers and
sisters in wonderful hope, freedom and joy.
