En el mes de octubre esta previsto que se celebre en Roma la reuniéon
inaugural del Sinodo. El Papa Francisco ha llamado a todos los
catdlicos a orar por la presencia y guia del Espiritu Santo durante
estos encuentros.

A SYNODAL CHURCH, IN WHICH WE ALL WALK
TOGETHER IN THE SAME DIRECTION

In the month of October, the inaugural gathering of the
Synod is scheduled to convene in Rome. Pope Francis has
called upon all Catholics to pray for the Holy Spirit's
presence and guidance during these meetings.
The Synod, as explained by Cardinal Tobin, is an assembly
that welcomes laypeople, including parishioners like you
and me who have engaged in local sessions, as well as
priests, deacons, representatives from religious orders, and
bishops from the worldwide Catholic Church. Together,
under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, they will chart the
course of Synodality. This path signifies our collective
journey in the times ahead.
This process began in October 2021 at Pope Francis' behest,
focusing on themes of communion, participation, and
mission. It invited all baptized individuals to participate as
missionary disciples responsible for proclaiming the Gospel.
These listening sessions, including those held at St. Joseph
of the Palisades, took place both nationally and
internationally, with summaries now under examination in
Rome.
Throughout church history, synodal gatherings have aimed
to discover the most effective means of fulfilling the mission
of spreading the Gospel to all corners of the world. Cardinal
Tobin emphasizes the vital importance of respectful
dialogue and discernment, particularly as we confront the
challenges and opportunities of the 21st century.
The discussions in Rome this month will center around
three key questions:

- How can we foster unity among missionary
disciples rather than division?

- How can we effectively carry out the church's
mission in today's world?

- What steps should we take to fully engage all
Christians in the mission and ministry of Jesus?
Ideas generated during this phase of the Synod will be
further deliberated in local communities globally, including
those within the Archdiocese of Newark, and at St. Joseph
of the Palisades. This prepares the ground for the
concluding Synod session set for October 2024.
Let us remember Pope Francis and all Synod participants in
our prayers, asking that the Holy Spirit, who has guided our
church throughout history, aids them in engaging in fruitful
dialogue for the betterment of our Catholic Church,
humanity, and the environment.
