Catequesis de Padres, Iniciativa
Parroquial que se fortalece cada dia

La formacion permanente en la fe de los adultos es un
programa que se encuentra en el Plan Pastoral y que tiene el
apoyo del parroco y todos los sacerdotes de St Joseph of the
Palisades

Este programa dominical de estudio que reline a los padres en
el Centro Comunitario y a los nifios en su catequesis cada
semana, funciona simultdaneamente facilitando la asistencia y
acompafnamiento a esta actividad formativa familiar.

Consultados los responsables y organizadores del programa en
St. Joseph of the Palisades explican, “consideramos que hay
que educar a los padres para que cumplan su doble rol en el
proceso de catequesis de sus hijos, ser los primeros maestros
de la fe y también ser sus tutores”.

Vista la necesidad, identificada la audiencia a la que se quiere
llegar, con los materiales escogidos y con un gran equipo de
catequistas este programa ha tenido su adaptacién y hoy fluye
con solvencia, formando alrededor de 150 adultos que se
reunen cada domingo en el centro comunitario parroquial.

Muchos de los padres que asisten al programa tienen por
primera vez la oportunidad de estudiar la Biblia, adquieren la
informacién necesaria para poder ayudar y dialogar con sus
hijos sobre la fe, crecen espiritualmente y se constituyen, ojal3,
en ejemplos de fe para sus hijos.

Catechesis of Parents, a Parish Initiative
that is strengthened every day

Ongoing Faith Formation for Adults is a program found in the
Pastoral Plan that has the support of the pastor and all the
priests of St. Joseph of the Palisades.

This Sunday study program, which brings together parents at
the Community Center and children in their catechesis each
week, works simultaneously by facilitating attendance and
accompaniment to this family formation activity.

When consulted, the leaders and organizers of the program at
St. Joseph’s explain, "we believe that parents must be
educated so that they fulfill their dual role in the catechesis
process of their children, to be the first teachers of the faith
and also be their tutors."

The experience of other parent programs in surrounding
parishes encouraged the establishment of this parent
formation program while implementing new materials for
children based on the Sunday Gospel.

The weekly material that the children receive in the
catechesis are pamphlets based on the Sunday Gospel; so
inviting parents to study the same biblical topics as their
children was a motivation for the adults to attend the
proposed program.

Adult catechist volunteers were chosen and trained in the
handling of the printed materials that the children receive, as
well as in the virtual aids that it brings, and with the Bible as
a support. This program started three years ago.

In view of the need, having identified the audience to be
reached, with the materials chosen and with a great team of
catechists, this program has had its adaptation and today
flows with solvency, forming about 150 adults who meet
every Sunday in the parish community center.

Many of the parents who attend the program have the
opportunity to study the Bible for the first time, acquire the
necessary information to be able to help and dialogue with
their children about the faith, grow spiritually and become,
hopefully, examples of faith for their children.

We are sure that this program is one more link in the process
of family catechesis, closing a circle where the catechist in
their group, the priest at Mass and the parents at home speak
to our children about the Sunday Gospel.

We entrust this pastoral initiative to our prayers so that it
may be maintained and strengthened over time.
