¢POR QUE HACEMOS ESO?

Pregunta:
¢Cudles son los canticos del siervo de Isaias? ¢ COmo se relacionan con la vida y el ministerio de Jesus?

Respuesta:

Los cuatro cénticos del siervo (lsaias 42:1-4, 49:1-6, 50:4-9 y 52:13—53:12) estdn ubicados estratégicamente en
Segundo Isaias para ofrecer esperanza y consuelo a un Israel que sufre durante su Exilio en Babilonia.

Israel habia sido derrotado por los babilonios, quienes destruyeron su templo, mataron al Ultimo de los reyes del
linaje de David, los exiliaron de su tierra y los transportaron a Babilonia. Este es el contexto en el que Segundo Isaias
compone su poderoso libro poético de esperanza y consuelo. Una parte significativa de ese mensaje es el retrato del
siervo de Dios, que esta llamado a ser fuente de esperanza y aliento para el pueblo.

Cada uno de los cuatro poemas enfatiza la decision de Dios y la eleccién del siervo. El Ultimo poema enfatiza el
sufrimiento y el rechazo del siervo de Dios, junto con su eventual muerte. Isaias estd seguro de que Dios usara el
sufrimiento inocente del siervo como una forma de redimir y quitar la culpa y el pecado de los demas. Asi, el siervo se
convierte en fuente de salvacién para si mismo y para los demas.

¢Quién es este siervo? Muchos sugieren que Isaias se estaba refiriendo a Israel mismo, ya que ella pasd por el
sufrimiento del exilio que finalmente resultaria ser redentor. Los seguidores de Jesus, incluidos aquellos para quienes
Marcos escribié su Evangelio, entendieron el ministerio de Jesus en términos del siervo sufriente de Isaias, cuyo
sufrimiento y muerte inocentes se convirtieron en el medio de salvacidn para todos. -OLPi

Although Siracide (or
Book of Ecclesiastics)
in the
century

was written
second

before the birth of
Christ, it still offers us
pearls of wisdom to
help us live a moral
life full of faith. Today
we hear the author's

argument that acting
with kindness can counteract the occasions of sin: "The
good done to the father will not be forgotten and will be
taken to account for your sins" (Ecclesiastes 3:14). We
certainly have a debt, whether to our parents or to others,
at times when we have acted sinfully or selfishly. Goodness
can be a contender for that debt. Goodness begets
goodness. Even if we disagree, we can act with kindness.

Today our Church presents us to the holy family, and
teaches us that Joseph and Mary took Jesus to the temple
to present him to the Lord, because he was their firstborn
son, regardless of how he had been conceived. Yet, even
before Jesus was consecrated, Simeon and Anna recognize
this child as the Savior of the world. With faith they had
waited their whole lives - for they were already elderly - for
the coming of this moment. Their faithfulness and devotion
to God made them go to the temple every day and allowed
them to see more deeply than any other person there, so
they could see the light of the world, which would shine for
all. Simeon and Anna received the grace to see in advance
the redemption that would come to all people.

Questions for us to meditate on in the week:

How does my faith affect the way | treat my family
members?

How can my faith help me become a better father, a better
mother, a better brother or sister, a daughter or a son?

WHY DO WE DO THAT?

Servant Songs

Question:
What are the servant songs of Isaiah? How do they relate to
Jesus’ life and ministry?

Answer:

The four servant songs (lsaiah 42:1-4, 49:1-6, 50:4-9, and
52:13—53:12) are strategically placed in Second lsaiah to
offer hope and consolation to a suffering Israel during its
Babylonian Exile.

Israel had been defeated by the Babylonians, who destroyed
their temple, killed the last of the kings in David’s lineage,
exiled them from their land, and transported them to
Babylon. This is the context in which Second Isaiah composes
his powerfully poetic book of hope and consolation. A
significant part of that message is the portrait of God’s
servant, who is called to be a source of hope and
encouragement for the people.

Each of the four poems emphasizes God’s choice and election
of the servant. The last poem stresses the suffering and
rejection of God’s servant, along with his eventual death.
Isaiah is certain that God will use the servant’s innocent
suffering as a way to redeem and remove the guilt and sin of
others. Thus, the servant becomes a source of salvation for
himself and for others.

Who is this servant? Many suggest that Isaiah was referring to
Israel herself, as she underwent exilic suffering which would
ultimately prove to be redemptive. Jesus’ followers, including
those for whom Mark wrote his Gospel, understood Jesus’
ministry in terms of Isaiah’s suffering servant whose innocent
