Reflexién del Domingo

Surge aveces una confusidn a causa de sectas como los Testigos de Jehovah sobre Ia linea entre lo "pagano" y
lo "Cristiano." ;Hasta qué punto es esta diferencia clara y tajante? ;Donde empieza lo Cristiano y donde termian lo
pagano? ;Tenemos que rechazar redondamente una tradicién o costumbre por tener algun rastro o residuo que
existia antes del Cristianismo? ;Es todo lo "pagano" también "diabdlico"? Un ejemplo frecuente tratandose de los
Testigos de Jehovah es la prohibicién de celebrar un cumpleafios por ser una tradicion "pagana." Primero hay que
aclarar que "pagano" no siempre significa "diabolico." En muchas culturas paganas vemos por ejemplo un claro
deseo de rechazar de malos espiritus y diversas practicas para ahuyentar el mal, no de abrazarlo o exaltarlo.

El mismo Evangelio nos recuerda que muchos adoraban lo que conocian (Juan 4:22), pero habia un intencién
buena y rudimentaria capaz der ser transformada y purificada por el conocimiento del Dios verdadero, como
muchos de los Samaritanos y paganos que hablaron con Nuestro Sefior en el Evangelio. Estos "paganos"
ironicamente tenian mas fe y entendimiento que los Fariseos educados en la Ley de Dios que eran Judios por
nacimiento, y asi tenian en sus corazones una apertura para recibir la Fe. "Dios escogié lo tonto del mundo para
avergonzar a los sabios, y escogié lo débil del mundo para avergonzar a los poderosos."” (1 Cor. 1:27).

Volviendo al tema del cumpleafios, vemos que esta costumbre tiene raices en la cultura Egipcia 3000 afos ante
de Cristo, a pesar de que tenia mas que ver con el aniversario del Faradén coronado y no con alguna persona
individual. Pero se concedia fiesta a todos los trabajadores para desearle al soberano prosperidad, larga vida, y
ahuyentar de él los malos espiritus. Segun fueron transcurriendo los siglos, otros pueblos y culturas tomaron la
costumbre de celebrar algun tipo de anualidad o aniversario (muchos por el caracter astroldgico que la ceremonia
adquiria).

Los Babilonios y antiguos griegos ampliaron las celebraciones a sus dioes o diosas, homenajeando a éstas e
iniciando la tradicién de servir una torta (en esos tiempos a base de harina, cereales y miel) que debia ser redonda
como la Luna, ante la creencia (falsa) de que la luna era una cosa mas que tenia influencia sobre la vida humana.
Fueron los griegos los que también afiadieron unos cirios (velas) alrededor de la mencionada torta, los cuales no se
soplaban como hay en dia es tradicidn sino que se debia dejar consumir por si solas, con la creencia que cuanto
mas tardase en apagarse, mds prosperidad venia. Con la Fe Cristiana, la Iglesia primitiva tomd distancia de esta
tradicién pagana, pero los aniversarios que si conmemoraba era los aniversarios del fallecimiento de Cristo, los
Apdstoles, los santos, los martires, etc. Cuando en el siglo IV se inicid la cristianizacién de la sociedad romana por
parte del emperador Constantino el Grande y el papa Julio I, se dieron cuenta que no solo bastaba con sustituir una
fiesta pagana por una cristiana sino que también debian hacer concesiones, y entre ellas estuvo el admitir la
celebracidn de los afios desde el nacimiento, y asi también introducir una nueva festividad que fue la de Navidad o
el nacimiento de Jesus. Lo que hizo la Iglesia fue no usar un pensamiento blanco y negro, "todo" o "nada," sino
purificar una creencia pagana y quedar con la semilla de verdad en esa creencia segtn la légica de San Pablo:
consideren bien todo lo verdadero, todo lo respetable, todo lo justo, todo lo puro, todo lo amable, todo lo digno
de admiracidn, en fin, todo lo que sea excelente o merezca elogio. (Filipenses 4:8).

Si Dios a traves de la encarnacién nacié como ser humano y vivié una vida humana en el tiempo con un principio
y fin, porque no conmemorar y celebrar los afios de cualquier hijo o hija de Dios bautizado por una cuestion de
amor y gratitud por el don de su vida? Con tal que dejamos a un lado cualquier residuo supersticioso (por ejemplo,
pensar que por solo soplar una vela con algin deseo en mente, o hacer cualquier accién impersonal, podemos
obligar a Dios o lograr automdticamente ese deseo o alguna buena suerte), y la parte idolatra (de exaltar algun
dios pagano o astro), no hay nada de por si malo en la idea de conmemorar el nacimiento de un ser humano como
expresion de gratitud y aprecio a Dios por esa vida, reconociendo Dios como el Unico Creador y nosotros como sus
criaturas.

Sunday Reflection

There is sometimes a confusién about the line separating what is "pagan" from what is "Christian," especially given
the claims and practices of Jehovah's Witnesses. To what extent is this difference sharp and clear? Where does the Christian
begin and the pagan end? Must we reject outright a tradition or custom because it has some pagan residue? Is everything
"pagan" also "demonic"? A common example connected to the Jehovah's Witnesses is the prohibition of celebrating
birthdays because of its "pagan" origin. First we must clarify that "pagan" does not always mean "diabolical" or something
"completely incompatible" with Christian faith. In many pagan cultures we see for example a clear desire to reject evil spirits
along with various practices to drive away evil, not embrace or exalt it.

The Gospel itself reminds us that many worshiped or adored what they did not understand (John 4:22), yet there was
often a good and rudimentary intention capable of being transformed and purified by the knowledge of the true God, like
many Samaritans and pagans who spoke with Our Lord in the Gospel. These "pagans" ironically showed more faith and
understanding at times than the Pharisees educated in the Law who were Jews by birth, and thus had an openness in their
hearts to receive the Faith. "God chose the foolish things of the world to shame the wise, and chose the weak of the world to
shame the strong." (1 Cor. 1:27).

Going back to the subject of birthdays, we might say there was something present in this idea that in itself was
wholesome but mixed up with idolatry and superstition. The modern tradition of celebrating a birthday find its roots in
Egyptian culture 3000 years before Christ, although it had more to do with the anniversary of the crowned Pharaoh and not
with any single person. At the very least, a holiday was granted to all workers to wish their sovereign a long life and drive
away evil spirits. As the centuries passed, other cultures took up the tradition of celebrating some kind of anniversary, many
of which were tied to an astrological event as required by the ceremony.

The Babylonians and ancient Greeks expanded these celebrations to gods or goddesses, paying homage to them and
starting the tradition of serving a cake (in those times made of flour, cereal and honey) that had to be round like the Moon,
according to the persistent (but false) belief that the moon was one thing among many that could influence human affairs. It
was the Greeks who added something like our modern candles around a kind of cake, except that the candles were not
blown out but allowed to burn out on their own, and it was thought that the longer they took to go out, the more prosperity
would come. With the advent of Christianity, the early Church distanced itself from this and other pagan traditions, but
rejecting the idea itself of remembering or commemorating the death of Christ, or the Apostles, or various saints and
martyrs, was not only unnecessary but something unavoidable and natural given that human beings have a history and are
subject to the passage of time. When the Christianization of Roman society in the 4th century by Emperor Constantine the
Great and Pope Julius I, the Church had to make reasonable allowances if it could preserve whatever was innocuous or good
in a pagan tradition, and thus the idea celebrating the years of a person's life was approved, in turn allowing the Church to
introduce a new holiday that was Christmas or the birth of Jesus. What the Church did, whether consciously or not, was avoid
black and white fundamentalism or the Jehovah's Witnesses, reflecting perhaps the logic of Saint Paul: "Finally, brothers,
consider as good everything that is true, everything that is respectable, everything that is just, everything pure, everything
lovely, everything worthy of admiration, in short, anything that is excellent or deserves praise." (Philippians 4:8). Looking
back from our modern position we might argue for the kernel of goodness or something positive about birthdays in this way:

"If God through the incarnation was born as a human being and lived a human life in time and space, with a
beginning and an end, why not commemorate and celebrate the years of any child of God as an expression of love and
gratitude for the gift of life? As long as we separate or ignore the superstitious part (for example, the idea that by simply
blowing out a candle with some wish in mind, or fulfilling some impersonal action, we can obligate God or the universe to act
or automatically grant that wish or some other good fortune), and the idolatrous part (of commemorating or exalting a
pagan god or astral body), there is nothing incompatible with our faith when we commemorate the birth of another human
being as an expression of gratitude and appreciation for the gift of life, recognizing in the background God as the creator and
we as his finite creatures. - Father Richard De Brasi
