¢POR QUE HACEMOS ESO?

¢Es pecado el chisme?

Pregunta:

¢Es pecado mortal el chisme?

Respuesta:

Para preguntar esta cuestion, tenemos que considerar el octavo
mandamiento: “No daras testimonio falso.”

Reflexionando sobre este mandamiento el Catecismo de la Iglesia
Catdlica nos invita no solo a pensar en lo que significa dar "falso
testimonio," sino también a considerar cémo entendemos la
verdad y cdmo nos comunicamos mds ampliamente. Por eso, una
gran parte de esta seccion del Catecismo tiene que ver con el don
del lenguaje. Teniendo esto en cuenta, notaremos que no se usa la
palabra “chisme” en el Catecismo. En cambio, encontramos las
palabras “detraccion” y “calumnias,” que son dos formas que los
chismes se pueden hacer, y ambas pueden ser bastante serias.
Primero, la detraccidén es “manifiesta los defectos y las faltas de
otros a personas que los ignoran,” sin motivos moralmente validos.
La calumnia, por extension, es decir algo falso de una persona, y es
pecaminoso porque “dafia la reputacién de otros y da ocasién a
juicios falsos respecto a ellos” (n. 2477).

Siempre tenemos que reconocer que en toda nuestra
comunicacion tenemos una obligacion moral a decir la verdad y
trabajar siempre para proteger la reputacion y el honor de
nuestros préjimos (n. 2479).

De hecho, los chismes pueden resultar ser pecado muy grave.
Después de todo, el Catecismo nos recuerda: “Nadie esta obligado
a revelar una verdad a quien no tiene derecho a conocerla” (n.
2489). Cuando hemos chismeado, especialmente si somos
conscientes de que hemos dafiado el buen nombre o la reputaciéon
de otra persona, queremos hacer todo lo posible para deshacer el
dafio que hemos hecho, incluyendo la busqueda de la gracia y el
perdén ofrecido en el Sacramento de la Reconciliacidn. -OLPi

QUINTO DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO
MARCOS 1,29-39

Vivimos en un mundo antagdénico. En el, el ser mas
inteligente el hombre, con su inteligencia y voluntad puede
llegar a ser un santo o un demonio: capaz de las cosas mas
grandes y sublimes, como también de las mas bajas, ruines
y miserables.
La historia nos muestra cronologicamente como vivid el
hombre en el transcurso del tiempo y en el momento
actual con la ayuda de tantos recursos didacticos, tecnicos
y cientificos podemos hacernos una panoramica de como
esta el hombre de hoy: Que piensa, que dice, qué hacey en
gue se apoya en sus realizaciones.
La vida nos revela que el hombre se apoya en algo; cuando
le falta ese apoyo, se hunde, se derrumba y no pocas veces
pierde el rumbo de su vida.
Dentro de ese antagonismo de vida vemos que el hombre
quiere la paz pero vive en guerra, logra grandes progresos
técnicos y cienticos, pero descuida aspectos importantes
de su vida que lo hacen menos humano. Desea la felicidad
pero desprecia los medios necesarios para lograrla. La
felicidad se construye cuando se le da sentido a la vida. Y
una vez que se encuentra ese sentido, se cultiva, se
expande, se profesa. Este es el mensaje del libro sapiensal
de Job.
El escritor de este libro que data del afio 500 antes de
Cristo nos representa en Job al hombre que sufre
integralmente: Abatido en sus riquezas, en sus seres
queridos y en su salud. Durante la noche solo deseaba el
amanecer para descansar de los aspectos y sufrimientos
nocturnos y durante el dia anhelaba la llegada de la noche
para descansar de las burlas y escarnios de la gente, y no
porque Job fuera un hombre malo ni desagradable ante
Dios. Pero en medio de todo este sufrir no perdid su fe, no
renegd de Dios ni de nadie: Aceptdé quedar sin nada y aun
alababa a Dios. Job es un ejemplo valioso, Job es un
testimonio de confianza, Job es un ejemplo de fe vivencial
profunda.
El Evangelio de Marcos nos pone a Jesus en escena
curando a la suegra de Pedro y a muchos enfermos que lo
buscaba porque de El emanaba una gracia curativa
especial. Lo buscaban. Lo buscaban porque les
proporcionaba la salud, la curacién espiritual, les devolvia
la paz interior, les perdonaba los pecados y les devolvia a la
vida.
Jesis daba sentido a la vida de esos hombres
abandonados, marginados por la sociedad de su tiempo.
Les devolvia la esperanza de seguir luchando.
Esto es lo que Jesus continua proporcionando a travez de
los siglos con su palabra, con los sacramentos y el con la
Eucaristia. El es el mejor consejero, el mejor amigo. Es el
unico que puede dar autentico sentido a nuestro diario
vivir, sin descartar por supuesto el dolor, el sufrimiento, la
enfermedad, contrariedades y las limitaciones humanas.
Esta es la ensenanza del libro de Job: Asumir la vida con
sus alegrias y tristezas, limitaciones y desajustes humanos,
bendiciendo a Dios en cada circunstancia. Amen.

Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Mk. 1,29-39

We live in an antagonistic world. In it, the most
intelligent being, man, with his intelligence and will, can
become a saint or a demon: capable of the greatest and most
sublime things, as well as the lowest, meanest, and most
miserable.

History shows us chronologically how man lived in
the course of time and at the present time, and with the help
of so many didactic, technical and scientific resources, we can
get an overview of how man is today: what he thinks, what he
says, what he does and what he relies on from his
achievements.

Life reveals to us that man relies on something;
When he lacks that support, he sinks, collapses, and not
infrequently loses the direction of his life.

Within this antagonism of life we see that man wants
peace but lives in war, achieves great technical and scientific
progress, but neglects important aspects of his life that make
him less human. He desires happiness but despises the means
necessary to achieve it. Happiness is obtained when you give
meaning to life. And once that meaning is found, it is
cultivated, it is expanded, it is professed. This is the message
of wisdom in the Book of Job.

The writer of this book, which dates back to 500 B.C.,
represents in Job the man who suffers integrally: dejected in
his riches, in his loved ones and in his health. During the night
he only longed for the dawn to rest from the nocturnal
aspects and sufferings, and during the day he longed for the
coming of night to rest from the ridicule and scorn of the
people, and not because Job was a bad man or unpleasant
before God. But in the midst of all this suffering he did not
lose his faith, he did not deny God or anyone: he accepted to
be left with nothing and even praised God. Job is a valuable
example, Job is a testimony of trust, Job is an example of deep
experiential faith.

The Gospel of Mark shows us Jesus healing Peter's
mother-in-law and many sick people who sought him out
because a special healing grace emanated from him. They
sought him because he gave them health, spiritual healing,
restored inner peace, forgave their sins, and brought them
back to life.

Jesus gave meaning to the lives of these abandoned
men, marginalized by the society of his time. He gave them
back the hope of continuing to fight.

This is what Jesus continues to provide through the
centuries with his word, with the sacraments and with the
Eucharist. He is the best counselor, the best friend. It is the
only one that can give real meaning to our daily lives, without
of course, discarding pain, suffering, illness, setbacks and
human limitations. This is the teaching of the book of Job:
Take on life with its joys and sorrows, human limitations and
imbalances, blessing God in every circumstance. Amen.

cells, and support groups of various kinds. It's refreshing

to be with people who humbly admit something is wrong
and forthrightly set out on a path toward a solution. When
we ignore what is off kilter, we become alone and fragile.

In places where people are honest and hopeful about
brokenness, sturdy if subtle fellowship usually ensues.

Consider the image we see of Jesus in the Gospel of Mark.
“...they brought to him all who were ill or possessed by a
demon. The whole town was gathered at the door.” The
entire human community is afflicted in various ways, and so
it gradually forms a strange new community around Jesus.
The healer from Nazareth is like a sun of health around which
orbits a throng of humanity absorbing his healing rays. These
blessed souls can't fix themselves and become healthy, and
they know it. But they have found in him the living source of
all imaginable healing.

It's the Church, isn’t it? A sin-sick community gathered and
healed is what happens at the beginning of every Mass. We
shuffle in through the door from everywhere and announce
that we are not okay, and we can't fix it. In doing so, we are
drawn into the orbit of the healing power of Christ — and
into a renewed community with the whole human family. It's
nothing to fear or rush. Maybe we can even learn to enjoy
more how good it is to be in such a happy place.
