TIEMPO DE CUARESMA
REFLEXION CUARESMAL SOBRE LAS TENTACIONES

Queridos Hermanos en el Sefior la Vida y el Amor, un saludo y muchas bendiciones en este nuevo, espiritual y

tiempo d cuaresma que hemos empezado, y que el Sefior nos regala con su inmensa bondad y misericordia.

tiempos de Jesuis’.

De acuerdo con nuestra vivencia personal y espiritual sabemos que “Las tentaciones” que pueden aparecer para
extraviarnos del buen camino y pueden ser muchas y variadas; cada uno las sabe y las conoce, la mas comun serd la de

dejar que pasar el tiempo como si nada, sin cuestionarnos sobre la realidad que vivimos, nuestros errores o

debilidades.

La Cuaresma mis hermanos es un tiempo necesario en nuestras vidas. La Cuaresma es el tiempo para superar
muchas de nuestras tentaciones y pedir al Sefior la fortaleza necesaria para ello. La cuaresma nos abre la hermosa

posibilidad de renovar nuestras vidas.

La Cuaresma es un tiempo maravilloso, al respecto nos dice el Antonio Pariente: “Contar con nuestra fragilidad en
el camino de la conversion no quiere decir que vivamos con una baja autoestima, al contrario, significa que debemos
ser lucidos a la hora de reconocer nuestra situacion sin complejos y a la hora de buscar las fuerzas que necesitamos
para superarnos. La Cuaresma (del 2024) es por lo tanto, un nuevo tiempo de gracia que nos ofrece el Serior para
seguir descubriéndolo en nuestra historia y en nuestros acontecimientos, un tiempo especial en el que intentamos ser
un poco mds consecuentes con nuestra fe. Fortalezcamos el corazén para hacerlo fuerte ante la dificultad, ante los
problemas, ante las carencias, tanto nuestras como de los demds, no caigamos en la indiferencia en la situacion que

LENTEN SEASON
LENTEN REFLECTION ON TEMPTATIONS

Dear Brothers in the Lord, Life and Love, a greeting and many blessings in this new, spiritual and Lenten
season that we have begun, and that the Lord gives us with his immense goodness and mercy.

We begin a new time of Lent. Every time, period, difficulty or new task in
our lives are challenges. Everything new is unknown and sometimes produces
insecurity, but it also brings in its novelty the expectation that encourages and
motivates us to face and feel that every new thing is an opportunity to learn, grow
and love: This is Lent, a wonderful opportunity for life and conversion.

Liturgically speaking, we begin this First Sunday of Lent, and we see that the
Gospel offers us the well-known account of the Temptations of the Lord Jesus.

In the words of Father Fr. Gerardo Sanchez Mielgo Let us begin by saying
that “the narrative of temptations is a catechesis in which we want to reflect on how Jesus
assumes in solidarity the two great moments of the previous stage: the history of humanity
that, back in paradise, succumbs to the temptation and great pilgrimage of the people of God
through the desert for forty years. Jesus is in solidarity with the protagonists of both events, but
from their uniqueness, to give them an adequate and coherent response. This catechetical presentation must be unfolded and

placed in the historical life of Jesus, if the authentic message is to be understood. I mean, that, following both the synoptic
account (Mark, Matthew and Luke) and the Joanic account (of the Gospel of John) of Jesus’ mission, we see that Jesus was
tempted throughout his ministry to induce him to reject the mission entrusted to him in baptism and which he accepted:
Salvation through true messianism and the task of the Servant of Yahweh who assumes human responsibility. This task is
scandalous and clashes with conception in the time of Jesus.”

According to our personal and spiritual experience we know that “the temptations” that can appear to
mislead us from the right path and can be many and varied; everyone knows them, the most common will be to
let time pass as if nothing, without questioning the reality we live, our mistakes or weaknesses.

Lent, my brothers and sisters, is a necessary time in our lives. Lent is the time to overcome many of our
temptations and ask the Lord for the strength to do so. Lent opens up to us the beautiful possibility of
renewing our lives.

Lent is a wonderful time. Antonio Pariente tells us: "Counting on our fragility on the path of
conversion does not mean that we live with low self-esteem, on the contrary, it means that we must be lucid
when it comes to recognizing our situation without insecurities and when it comes to seeking the strength we
need to better ourselves.

Lent (2024) is therefore a new time of grace that the Lord offers us to continue discovering in our
history and in our events, a special time in which we try to be a little more consistent with our faith. Let us
strengthen our hearts to make them strong in the face of difficulty, in the face of problems, in the face of
shortcomings, both ours and others. Let us not fall into indifference in the situation we are living.”

From the hand of Mary, our Mother and Mother of God, who also accompanied her son Jesus in all
her pain and suffering; we place each of our requests, desires and wishes for conversion, so that our Blessed
Mother may be our companion and cover us with her mantle in this new Holy Lent.
