Third Sunday of Easter

Lk 24, 35-48

On the third Sunday of Easter, Jesus, after resurrecting
from the dead, allowed time to pass before appearing to the
fearful apostles who were locked behind doors for fear of the
Jews.

In this Sunday's biblical episode, the disciples of Emmaus
tell the apostles how the Risen Lord appeared to them on the
road and they did not recognize him until the breaking of
bread. This was another proof of Jesus' resurrection.
However, the Evangelist Luke reports the disbelief of the
apostles before the resurrection who were secluded in the
cenacle of Jerusalem after a tumultuous day, and agitated by
all the news about the appearance of a dead man who
seemed alive and was being made see: The news of Mary of
Magdala, the report of Peter and John who found the tomb
empty, the presence of the angel who says they are looking
for the one who was crucified. He's not here, he's risen. In
the midst of this disconcerting news, Jesus enters the room
and says to them: "Peace be with you." What a surprise and
astonishment to see the person of Jesus that led them to
think he was a ghost. But Jesus encourages them by saying,
"Do not be afraid, it is I." Why are you frightened?" Why do
doubts arise within you?" Look at my hands and my feet. It's
me in person. Touch me and be convinced: A ghost does not
have flesh and bones, as you see that | have, and he showed
them his hands and feet. But as they could not quite believe it
because of the joy that invaded them, he asked them if they
had anything to eat. They gave him a piece of roasted fish,
and he took it and ate it in front of them. After this episode
He taught them by reminding them of what He had told them
when He was with them that all that was said about him in
the law of Moses, the prophets, and the Psalms were to be
fulfilled. Then he opened their minds so that they could
understand the scriptures, that the Messiah had to suffer and
rise from the dead on the third day, and that in his name the
need to turn to God for the forgiveness of sins was to be
preached to all nations, beginning with Jerusalem. And the
most important thing about this presence was that these
disciples had to be the living witnesses of this phenomenon
that changed the world of all believers in the risen Jesus who
changes, heals and transforms the lives of his believers of that
time, and who today continues to fall in love, fascinate and
convince thousands of believers even in the midst of this
contentious modern world.

May our example and conviction as followers of Jesus
continue to be the arms, hands, voice and talent placed at the
service of the Church of Jesus, where Mary, Queen of the
Apostles and our Mother, cares for us and continues to
protect the faith of her Son throughout this planet until we
one day sing the glories of the Lord in eternity. Amen.
