Domingo de Pentecostes

Este domingo celebramos la festividad
de Pentecostés, lo cual significa
"quincuagésimo,” el quincuagésimo dia
del tiempo pascual (50 dias después de
pascua) que pone termino a ese tiempo
littrgico y marca la venida del Espiritu
Santo. Basandonos en lo que una de los
términos descriptivos del Espiritu Santo
(Juan 14:23), la palabra "paraclito," que significa
literalmente "uno llamado a estar al lado de otro,"
podemos recordar la importancia de renovar la virtud de
la esperanza. Es el mismo Espiritu Santo que desde lo mas
profundo de nuestra alma nos ayuda y nos defiende
cuando no sabemos que hacer o como orar (Romanos
8:27). Ese Espiritu no es una mera fuerza o energia, sino
una persona que inspira, habla y ensefia (Juan 714:26,
Hechos 8:29). En la esperanza fuimos salvados, dice San
Pablo a los Romanos (8:24). La esperanza, a veces, no se
vislumbra en nuestros dolores y faltas. Que hace para
nosotros la esperanza, si su contenido o efecto no se ve
en el aqui y ahora? Es cierto: la esperanza es un "aun no,"
algo todavia no logrado, pero no es algo vacio. En el alma
la esperanza es una ventana que abrimos para la brisa del
Espiritu Santo, capaz de refrescarnos incluso si solo entra
un poco de su "aire." Cuando esa ventana estd cerrada, el
poder del Altisimo no puede penetrar nuestra casa
interior para circular el aire de la congoja, el desanimo, la
tristeza antes nuestras faltas, y reavivar los anhelos y
deseos buenos. La esperanza nos abre a algo que Dios
quiere dar, y con la esperanza encontramos renovacién
para seguir en el camino cuando es unida a la Fe y la
Caridad. Como dice Jose Pieper, "la esperanza tiene su
origen primero en la gracia operando sobre nuestra
naturaleza humana, y segundo tiene como objeto la
felicidad sobrenatural en Dios, y sélo sabemos de la
existencia, del origen y del objeto de esta virtud teoldgica
por la revelacion divina..si un ser humano puede ser
fuerte, es porque es esencialmente vulnerable y débil," y
no debemos avergonzarnos de este hecho.

Pentecost Sunday

This Sunday we celebrate the feast
of Pentecost, which means essentially
"fiftieth," or 50 days after which Easter is
concluded as a liturgical season. Using as
a foundation one of the descriptive terms
for the Holy Spirit, the word "paraclete,"
which means literally "one who is called
to one's side," we can make a connection
with the importance of renewing our sense of hope. The
Holy Spirit from within the very depths of our soul helps us
and advocates for us when we don't even know how to pray
or what exactly to do when hope seems lost. The Holy Spirit
is not a mere energy or force of God, but a Person co-equal
with God that inspires, speaks and teaches (John 14:26,
Acts 8:29). In hope we were saved, Saint Paul says to the
Romans (8:24). Hope, sometimes, isn't always what stand
out in the pain life inflicts on us or our own imperfections.
What does hope do, if its content or effect is not seen in
the here and now? True, hope is a "not yet," something not
yet reached, but that doesn't mean hope is empty or
wishful thinking. In the soul, hope is a window that we
open for the breeze of the Holy Spirit, even if just a little
enters, that is capable of refreshing us when united with
Faith and Love. When that window of hope is closed, the
power of the Most High is shut out and cannot enter our
house to circulate the air of anguish, discouragement and
sadness in the face of our faults and legitimate
frustrations. Hope opens us to something that God wants

to give sooner or later, and with hope we find strength to
continue the journey. As Josef Pieper says, "hope has its
origin first in grace operating on our human nature, and
second the supernatural happiness of God as its object, and
we only know of the existence, origin and object of this
theological virtue through the divine revelation." If we can
be strong, it is because we are vulnerable and weak, and we
should not be ashamed of this fact. We are not angels. The
fallen angel was at the end of its path from the first
moment of its existence, and decided in an instant
(compared to human time) to be with God or against God
and retreat into a kind of dark nothingness. A human being
has a longer road, and more factors and problems that
mitigate the culpability of our choices, as well as
weaknesses that angels never experience. That is why God
has more compassion on us than on angels. Between the
extremes of despair and presumption (the pride of the
Pharisees), stands hope as the virtue that does not
disappoint or put us to shame (Romans 5:5).
