PAZ EN LA TORMENTA

Por otra parte, estamos en el Domingo 12 del Tiempo ordinario y es el momento para
reflexionar con nuestro hermano Pedro Valdés quien nos invita a contemplar al Sefior Jests y
nos dice “En medio del lago, a pesar de que los apdstoles se habian fiado de las palabras de su
Maestro, se desatd la tormenta. El viento era tan fuerte, que las olas amenazaban con hundir la
barca. Y en la popa de la embarcacién que se mecia irregularmente, dormia Jesus. No es dificil
imaginarse las muchas preguntas que surgirian en los corazones de los apdstoles. ;Por qué
JesUs nos alentd a navegar hacia la otra orilla, cuando sabia que nos iba a asolar la tormenta?
¢Por qué mientras nosotros luchamos por sobrevivir, él parece no sentir compasién? ;No nos
subimos a la barca confiando en que él tenia un plan mejor para nosotros? Probablemente

hayamos atravesado en nuestra vida situaciones similares. Teniamos que tomar una decision
compleja, que nos quitaba el suefio. De pronto oimos, sin palabras, pero con una claridad sorprendente, que el Sefior nos
invitaba a dirigirnos hacia la otra orilla, a dejar una sequridad que quiza nos tenia cémodos. Pero justo cuando nos
embarcabamos hacia esa nueva empresa, surgieron las dificultades o las incomprensiones. Y posiblemente, un tanto
perplejos o incluso decepcionados, nos preguntdbamos dénde quedd Cristo.

Es normal que, en las oportunidades que se nos presentan para crecer en la vida interior, en alguna virtud o en la
perfeccién del amor, nos sintamos inseguros y no tengamos la situacion bajo control. Quiz4 nos da la impresién de que
Jesus nos ha abandonado, que su corazdn estd lejos de nosotros. «Maestro, ;no te importa que perezcamos» (Mc 4,38),
podemos preguntarle. Sin embargo, el aparente silencio de Cristo no es mas que una sutil invitacién a crecer en la fe y en
la confianza, de manera que los desafios y dificultades se vean como ocasiones para sequir el estilo de vida del Sefior. En el
didlogo con Dios aprendemos a vivir esas tormentas con la serenidad de Jesus. Si rezamos, aun cuando Dios parece no
escucharnos, le demostramos que hemos puesto verdaderamente nuestra esperanza en él. Y el camino de la confianza en
Dios es el mas importante para poder llegar a nuevas orillas de la vida interior. El Papa Francisco en su Audiencia del 4 de
Noviembre de 2020 escribié «El camino cotidiano, incluidas las fatigas, adquiere la perspectiva de una “vocacién”. La
oracion tiene el poder de transformar en bien lo que en la vida de otro modo seria una condena; la oracion tiene el poder
de abrir un horizonte grande a la mente y de agrandar el corazén»”.

Que este bello y fresco tiempo sea una oportunidad para “abrasar” nuestros corazones el fuego de su Espiritu y nos
inspire a caminar con nuestra Iglesia, siempre en misidn, con un Corazdn Agradecido, alegre y compasivo.

PEACE IN THE STORM

On the other hand, we are on the 12th Sunday of Ordinary Time, and it is the time to reflect with our brother Pedro Valdés
who invites us to contemplate the Lord Jesus and tells us "In the middle of the lake, despite the
fact that the apostles had trusted in the words of their Master, The storm broke out. The wind
was so strong that the waves threatened to sink the boat. And in the stern of the boat that
rocked irregularly, Jesus slept. It is not difficult to imagine the many questions that would arise
in the hearts of the apostles. Why did Jesus encourage us to sail to the other shore, when He
knew we were going to be ravaged by the storm? Why is it that while we struggle to survive, he
seems to feel no compassion? Didn't we get on the boat trusting that he had a better plan for
us? We have probably experienced similar situations in our lives. We had to make a complex
decision, which took our sleep away. But just as we were embarking on this new venture,

difficulties or misunderstandings arose. And possibly, somewhat perplexed or even
disappointed, we wondered where Christ was.

It is normal that, in the opportunities that are presented to us to grow in the inner life, in some virtue or in the perfection
of love, we feel insecure and do not have the situation under control. Perhaps we have the impression that Jesus has
abandoned us, that his heart is far from us. "Teacher, do you not care if we perish" (Mk 4:38), we may ask him. However,
the apparent silence of Christ is nothing more than a subtle invitation to grow in faith and trust, so that challenges and
difficulties are seen as opportunities to follow the Lord's lifestyle. In dialogue with God, we learn to live through these
storms with the serenity of Jesus. If we pray, even when God does not seem to listen to us, we show him that we have truly
placed our hope in him. And the path of trust in God is the most important way to reach new shores of inner life. Pope
Francis in his audience of November 4, 2020, wrote “the daily journey, including fatigue, acquires the perspective of a
“vocation.” Prayer has the power to transform into good what in life would otherwise be a condemnation; prayer has the
power to open a great horizon to the mind and to enlarge the heart.”

May this beautiful and fresh time be an opportunity to “burn” in our hearts the fire of his Spirit and inspire us to walk with
our Church, always on a mission, with a grateful, joyful and compassionate heart.
